MEDICAL UPDATES 
 

All students going into 7th grade for the 2010-2011 
school year will need to update their immunization re-
cords.  All 7th grade students need to have the Hepatitis 
B series, and they will need a Tdap Booster.  Please 
check with your physician to be sure that students are up 
to date.  Students will not be allowed to start school 
unless immunizations are current.  
 
Students entering K5 will need to have an updated im-
munization records and a new physical, also all students 
entering  K5 & 1st grade are now required to 
have a 2nd chicken pox shot. 
 
Parents you may also want to check with 
your physician about a new Meningitis vacci-
nation that has been made available.

High School Student Transcript 
Requests: 
If your student needs a copy of his/her transcript during the summer, please visit www.SCAcrusaders.com and 
click on “Transcript Request Form” under the “Quick Links” section on the homepage. This will allow to do 
download the transcript request form. Please complete and mail, fax, or drop off the request to the school. Tran-
scripts can not be released without the student or parent signature according to federal law. The transcript request 
forms are also available in the front office, guidance office, and academic dean’s office. It may take up 3-5 days to 
process a transcript during the summer, so please plan accordingly. This form may not be used for elementary or 
middle school grades. Please contact Ms. Treen in the records office for Elementary and Middle School grades.  
All seniors’ final transcripts will be sent to the college of their choice two weeks after graduation. Mrs. Helms will 
have all seniors complete the transcript request form before they leave SCA.

What Your Child Treasures 

What is your child interested in? What does he think about? Where does she spend her money? What do your 
kids like to do? Jesus said, “where your treasure is, there your heart will be also” (Matthew 6:21).  

Most of the time the activities our children choose indicate what they treasure. Because the heart and behavior are 
closely linked, parents can look for things their kids can do that will encourage healthy heart change. Look for 
ways to guide your children into constructive and helpful activities, hobbies, and relationships.  

Sometimes you’ll have to limit certain activities, but look for positive ones to replace those you’re taking away. 
Try to attract your children to good choices by providing opportunities they’d enjoy. By adjusting what your chil-
dren do, you can influence what they enjoy and eventually what they treasure.  

Sometimes simply providing different choices guides your child into more healthy heart situations, but other chil-
dren seem to have a bent towards treasuring the wrong things. Or they may want to spend hours in activities that 
aren’t necessarily bad in themselves, but you know they don’t contribute to maturity and growth.  

You may have to use a combination of approaches, including setting down some firm limits to guide your child in 
the right direction. That’s part of the hard work of parenting, but it’s not optional. Be creative and look for alter-
natives, but recognize that, if a child isn’t responding, you may have to provide parental control. Don’t be afraid 
to take a stand to redirect your child into more healthy choices. After all, too much of a particular thing can have 
an unhelpful affect on the heart.
